1. CHECK AREAS

If it is safe, check for gas and water leaks, and broken
electrical wiring or sewage lines. If there is damage,
turn the utility off at the source and immediately
report gas leaks to your utility company.

STAY CLEAR

Stay away from downed power lines and warn others
to stay away. AVOID GAS, do not attempt to re-light
the gas pilot unless your gas line has been thoroughly
inspected. Call the Gas Company for assistance.

PUBLIC SAFETY

Cooperate fully with public safety officials and follow
instructions; they are trained to ensure safety. AVOID
DRIVING, do not use your vehicle unless there is an
emergency.

AFTER SHOCKS

Be prepared for aftershocks. Stay calm and help
others. NOTIFY CONTACTS if you evacuate, leave
a message at your home telling family members and
others where you can be found.

POWER OUTAGES :

DURING A POWER OUTAGE

BEFORE A POWER OUTAGE

1. NO FLAMES
Open flames are dangerous during a power outage. Only use
flashlights for emergency lighting; candles can cause fires.

2. FOOD

Keep refrigerator and freezer doors closed. Most food

requiring refrigeration can be kept safely in a closed refrigerator
for several hours. An unopened refrigerator will keep food cold for
about 4 hours.

3. POWER OFF
Turn off or disconnect appliances and other equipment in case

of a momentary power “surge” that can damage computers and
other devices. Consider adding surge protectors.

1. BUILD

Build or restock your emergency preparedness kit, including
a flashlight, batteries, cash, and first aid supplies.

2. CHARGE

Charge cell phones and any battery powered devices.
Also keep alternative charging methods at all times.

4. FUEL UP OR CHARGE UP

Maintain the proper fuel or charge for your vehicle. If you use
your car to re-charge devices, do NOT keep the car running in
a garage, partially enclosed space,or close to a home, this can
lead to carbon monoxide poisoning.

5. DRESS

Dress to prepare for the weather, if it’s cold outside layer
clothing to stay warm and never use the oven as a source
of heat. During a heatwave find places where it is cool,
and avoid layering clothes.

5. BUY

Purchase ice or freeze water-filled plastic containers
to help keep food cold during a temporary power outage.

POWER OUTAGES - ! -

1. THROW AWAY

Throw away any food that has been exposed to temperatures
40° F (4° C) for 2 hours or more or that has an unusual odor,
color or texture. When in doubt, throw it out!

2. CHECK I

If food in the freezer is colder than 40° F and has ice crystals
on it, you can refreeze it.

3. RESTOCK

Restock your emergency kit with fresh batteries, canned
foods and other supplies.

5. RESET '

Unplug any electrical appliances before resetting your circuit e Transformer
breaker to protect them from a power surge.

6. INFORMATION

Do not call 9-1-1 for information—call only to report a life
threatening emergency. If you do need to make a call,
use the 3-1-1 number instead for any additional information.
